40.00  Minutes of the Meeting held on 15 September 2025 & Matters Arising
Pg.1	The Play Park Group are applying for grants and organising fundraising events. 
There has been some damage reported at the play park which could be due to the recent gusty weather.  
Pg.2	Cllr Starr to check if the two lighting columns have been repaired.
	The boiler is still in ‘alarm’ mode.
The grates have been cleaned out.
Pg.3 The church door and frames will be varnished in the springtime. 
	Cllr Gregory will check the tap at the cemetery.
	Cllr Starr has completed the licence for the Christmas lights.
Pg.4	The memory tree is in progress.  The plinth on which the tree will stand has been donated by      .  
A plaque is being made for Mike Morris.

40.01  Cllr H Greensmith updates
Apologies received.

40.02  Cllr J Stoll updates
Regarding the Joint Use Agreement and the boiler, Cllr Stoll has met with Jonathan Marriott.  He will contact him weekly for progress updates.  Cllr Starr reminded him that the sign-off for the boiler and the manuals are still required.
Concerns re: the speed of motorists on Catfoot Lane were brought to Cllr Stoll’s .  attention.  The speed limit is 60mph and motorists speed down the lane which is very 
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dangerous for horses and their riders.  Cllr Stoll has contacted VIA to provide due 
diligence signs, however their response is that there is no need for signage as
motorists should be aware that there could be horses on the lane!  Signs could only be displayed if horses were ‘crossing’ the lane from field to field.
Cllr Stoll was informed that the Parish will need to pay approximately £15,000 to update the lighting columns to allow for Christmas lights to be attached.  He advised that the ‘Local Communities Fund’ is currently open.  He also advised that the ‘Landfill Communities Fund’ could also be a source of funding for 8 new feeder pillars and 8 new base columns.  It was suggested that lights could be put up outside the church.

40.03  Village Maintenance
Mick Conroy has informed Cllr Starr that the flood lights are not working.  These will need to be fixed for Bonfire Night.  The school has agreed to pay 50% of the bill which will be approx. £530.00.  Lambley Electrical will carry out the work.
Footpath no.23 was closed a month ago due to the bank giving way – no work has been carried out yet.
Cllr Starr requested a quote from VIA in August for 8 column headers but has yet not received a response.

40.04  Finance
Clerk presented 9 invoices for payment totalling £4105.68.  The budget was 
distributed and discussed.  A payment was received in August for £24.15 from ‘Crowdfunder’  - it is not known what this payment is for. 

40.05  Planning Applications
Cllrs asked to leave any comments on dropbox or to email the clerk who will then 
transfer comments onto dropbox.

40.06  Shared Used Agreement

40.07  Flooding

40.08  Christmas Lights
Only 6 out of the usual 8 trees will be illuminated this year as 2 of the lighting columns have been condemned.  There won’t be lights on the corner of Main Street and Church Street and another on Main Street.
Cllr Gregory to enquire what date ‘The Lambley’ pub will switch their Christmas Lights 
on.
Cllr Gregory to contact GBC re: use of Gedling Country Park, car park.

40.09  Road Safety
Cllr Gregory will be going out with the speed gun next week and the week after on Green Lane and Spring Lane.

41.00  Magazine Update
The magazine is going well.  Cllr Gregory has secured a lot of advertisers.  A donation of £600 has been received.  
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41.01  Asset List
Cllr Vincent has distributed the updated asset list and this will be ratified at the next meeting.

41.02  Correspondence 
National Grid have requested permission to cut back some trees opposite the cemetery on Park Lane.  There were no objections to this.
The Clerk has received requests for 2 headstones.  Cllrs agreed to these.

41.03  Any Other Business
Bonfire Night ticket sales are going well.  The organisers were hoping to use the
Gedling Country Park Car Park for parking however there has not been a response to
their request.  Cllr Gregory will put the traffic restriction on Facebook and in the 
magazine. Lots of different parking ideas have been considered’
Cllr Stevenson has been made aware of a tree on the green space between Steeles 
Way and Orchard Rise which looks to have a dead bough.  Cllr Gregory to ask Matt to 
take a look to see if it needs to be removed.
An area of the cemetery boundary still needs to be cleared.
The Salvation Army are organising a Carol Concert on19 December at the church, in 
future this will always be held on the first Friday in December.  The WI will provide 
mulled wine and mushy peas.
