Lambley Nature 2025: June Wildlife Tips

- As you enjoy the summer months, think about different areas of your garden -

- how could wildlife be encouraged in these spaces? Could you create a small pond
to attract dragonflies, newts etc.? What about leaving a wild area with some dense
shrubs and ground cover plants as a sanctuary for insects, bugs, birds and maybe
even slow-worms?! Maybe you could plant more wildlife-friendly climbers like
clematis travellers joy against a wall or fence?

- Remember to leave out fresh water and clean out birdbaths and keep water
topped up through the hotter months.

- Try not to cut hedges especially with power tools - it will disturb nesting birds! We
have many finches here in the village that are very secretive nesting, so it is highly
likely they are nesting in your hedges without you even knowing.

- Avoid using chemicals - please weed sensitively, if it's necessary. Many ‘weeds’ are
just wildflowers and are beneficial to wildlife (and are pretty!).

- Put out some high-protein bird food (for example, live mealworms, sunflower
seeds) to provide support for parent birds and fledglings.

- Try to leave part of your lawn uncut in a corner of the garden.

- Remember not to leave mealworms out at night as they are detrimental to
hedgehogs. Put out small amounts early morning in a place where cats cannot hide
and ambush them when feeding.

- As always, enjoy your outdoor spaces and celebrate all the wildlife that will visit,
given the chance! If you have planted a wildflower meadow in your garden well
done the butterflies will arrive.

- Although lawns look very nice cut they are no use to wildlife so leave an area
where clover can grow for bees.

- Why not soak a sheet of cardboard over a lawn area overnight in the morning
remove and you will see leather jackets come to the surface and become a meal for
hungry starlings, blackbirds and robins.

- Ants are useful in a thriving wildlife garden and you may see a green woodpecker.

Finally
- This could be the driest Spring / early Summer for the last 40 years so remember
all wildlife is struggling and needs a constant supply of fresh drinking water. When
you dig the ground is rock hard and earthworms have buried themselves deep in
the soil so birds cannot find them.

A VISIT TO LAMBLEY REED POND

On 5th May 2025, in the middle of VE Day celebrations, | decided
to seek some reflective moments at Lambley Reed Pond. It was
some time since my last visit and | was eager to catch up with
developments | had read about in the village magazine. | was not
disappointed. As | rounded the gate, | could see that the pond was
fringed with frothy May blossom covering the hawthorns and |
followed the mown and trodden pathways to sit on the bench
which looks directly over the water. The air was full of birdsong, a
cacophony of sounds in an otherwise totally tranquil space. |
decided to use my Merlin app to identify birds present. To my
complete astonishment , within fifteen to twenty minutes, the
following list of 19 birds presented itself: House Sparrow,
Goldcrest, Long tailed Tit, Kingfisher, Dunnock, Chaffinch, Wood
Pigeon, Great Tit, Blackbird, Blackcap, Mallard, Siskin, Robin,
Chiffchaff, Greenfinch, Greylag Goose, Blue Tit, Gadwall and Reed
Bunting. The antics of the two Greylag geese kept me well
entertained.




Among the many wildflowers, | recognised Buttercups, Red
Campion, Speedwell, Wild Garlic, Bluebells, White Dead Nettle,
Lady's Smock, Cowslips and a form of Star of Bethlehem | had not
encountered before.

The whole area seemed springing with life.

Lambley Reed Pond is a most beautiful and valuable resource for
the village. Its new border twisted hedging looks perfect and it is
clear to see all the efforts that have been invested to encourage
biodiversity and the success that is being achieved . Many thanks
to all who have cared for this little bit of heaven.

Robert Anthon (Tony) Cooper 7 December 1942 - 5 December 2024

Tony's maternal grandparents Evaline (Cross) and Robert (Bob) Thompson lived at
112 Spring Lane, Lambley for many years and were well known within the
community. Their children grew up there and daughters Theresa (Tony's mother)
and Evelyn remained nearby on Spring Lane while sons Len and Doug, with their
families, lived in Woodborough. He was very lucky to have his grandparents, aunts,
uncles and cousins so close and had fond memories of family gatherings, especially
at Christmas time.

During the 1960s Tony was a driver for Hoveringham Gravels Ltd and always said it
was the best job he ever had. Years later he could still name everyone he met and
worked with at that time, and stayed in touch with several of the many friends he
made there.

He met Bev, a Canadian visiting a school friend of hers who lived in Arnold, during
the summer of 1973 and as they say “the rest is history”. They married in 1976 and
moved to Canada, although the plan was always to return to England after
retirement. Unfortunately this didn't happen but Tony’s last wishes were that his
ashes be buried with his parents, Theresa and Eric, in the Lambley cemetery.
From an early age Tony had a passion for motorcycles and cars, and that continued
while living in Canada. He and his friend Dave were into motorcycle grass track
racing in the 60s and then Tony competed with his Mini Cooper S in Special Saloon
events at many of the great racing circuits including Mallory, Cadwell, and Oulton
Parks, and even Silverstone during the early 70s. While in Canada he restored
vintage motorcycles and attended car and motorcycle racing events, but also
became interested in building and flying radio-controlled airplanes, making long
bows using exotic woods, and spectating at jousting events held at local medieval
festivals.

Over the years he and Bev enjoyed the companionship of numerous Shetland
Sheepdogs, raised an orphaned raccoon, rescued a kitten, and living in a rural
environment they welcomed any wildlife that visited, such as squirrels, chipmunks,
raccoons, fox, wild turkeys and even the occasional black bear.

Tony, who lived a full life and passed away just before his 82nd birthday, will be
sorely missed by his wife Bev and all his family and friends in England and Canada.

The business started 104 years ago in Arnold and moved to its current
location in Lambley in 1958 and still remains a family business which
Martin runs with his cousin Sheila.

Stones plants were a well-known part of the old Central Market and
subsequently moved to the Victoria Centre market in 1972 when the
Central Market closed down. The pandemic and lock down changed
things drastically in the retail sector and led to the nurseries evolving
into a retail venue rather than the unit on the market.

Martin gave us an insight into the growing year, from making
approximately 200 tons of compost in January to seed planting and
bringing on plug plants imported from Holland later in the month to the
peak bedding plant season which goes well into June before the Autumn
bulb season in August and then the start of the holly wreath prep in
October. All the holly used comes from Woodborough Hall and has done
since the 1940s so very much a local business. Martin went on to explain
how things had evolved and modernised over a fairly short period of
time, sometimes due to cost pressures, like the cost of heating the green
houses and also to changes in customer buying habits.
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It was interesting to hear that the nursery is inspected 3-4 times a year
by DEFRA to check for notifiable plant diseases and general plant health
and good to hear that 98% of what they sell they grow. Whilst they are
not completely organic the use of chemicals has massively reduced by
comparison to previous years.

A thoroughly enjoyable evening with lots of questions for Martin from
our many keen gardeners.

Our next meeting is Monday 9th June at 7.30 and we have Eva Atkin
demonstrating bobbin lace.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
Inspector Heather Harding has provided an update on policing in Gedling in

her brand new Neighbourhood Policing Newsletter.  The plan is for a
newsletter to be produced every quarter, to hopefully provide our
community with an insight into the latest policing priorities, crime trends
and some of the great work the Gedling neighbourhood policing team have
been carrying out recently. Through analysis of crime, consultation with
partners, the PCC crime survey and feedback from our community, we have
identified the following policing priorities for the next three months.
Burglary - While there are no concerning burglary trends in Gedling, it is a
priority because of the detrimental impact it has on victims and their quality
of life.

Shop theft - There has been an increase in shoplifting reported over recent
months and we are responding to that trend by making it a key priority for
the team.

Begging - A lot of work is ongoing on our third priority to identify and warn
prolific beggars as well as signpost them to support while continuing to
address the impact on the wider community.

Actions on our priorities

Burglary - We are allocating additional time and resources to focus on
repeat offenders and hot spot areas as early as possible. This will maximise
investigation opportunities, increase the likelihood of prosecutions and
ultimately reassure victims. High-visibility patrols, covert operations and
pop-up beat surgeries will be the main focus over the coming months.

Shop theft - Additional resources will be allocated for patrols and proactive
days of action aiming to promote awareness of the issue. We will be
working hard on securing Criminal Behaviour Orders for the small number
of persistent offenders responsible for much of the offending in Gedling.
These orders ban individuals from specific areas and are proving very
successful.

Begging - An operation is in place with a clear escalation process to deal
with beggars. This will now expand to consider the impact of cross border
offenders alongside information sharing with our partners to find a long-
term solution.

Did you hear about this? Two suspects were charged after neighbourhood
police carried out a series of raids to crackdown on drug crime in a Gedling
village.

LAMBLEY PARISH COUNCIL - WHAT IS
HAPPENING AT THE MOMENT

At our May meeting, we were pleased to welcome our new County Councillor,
Jody Stoll. He listened to all our business and promised to get involved with all the
issues related to the County Council. He has made a good start.

| can't let this opportunity go without formally thanking our outgoing County
Councillor, Boyd Elliott, who worked very hard for our village. Thank you, Boyd.

Cemetery
As reported last month, the boundary of the cemetery has been cleared and a
maintenance program has been set and budgeted. Tim, our handyman, works
hard to keep the cemetery looking lovely but his job is made harder by a large
number of old graves with kerbs and leaning monuments. For some years now,
the cemetery rules and regulations forbid the installation of kerbs and pots or
ornaments outside the base of the headstone (see the cemetery rules on the
Council website, in particular section 4.4). This rule has not been enforced,
especially for recent or children’s graves and it is accepted that it would be
insensitive to do so within 6 months of interment. However, it is the duty of the
Council to follow the regulations and any grave with artefacts outside the base of
the headstone will in future have those artefacts removed after 6 months. The
owners of the plots will be contacted, where possible, before removal.

Joint Use Agreement
Work continues on negotiating a new agreement with the County Council and the
School. Progress is slow but there are signs that the major sticking point, our
contribution to the utility bills, can be resolved.

Play Park
Rose Melvin and her team have had a lot of interest from parents in the village
and the first meeting of her group has taken place. They are investigating sources
of grant funding but, of course, most grants involve match funding, so thereis a
lot of work to be done.

Flooding
With so little rain over the last few months, we have not had any flooding
problem. However the Flood Team is ready to spring into action. Four members
are due to do a morning retraining course this month to keep their qualifications
up to date. Remember that if the road is closed because of flooding, ignoring the
signs is an offense and insurance becomes invalid.
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Speed Watch
The closure of Park Lane seems to have slightly decreased the amount of traffic
through the Village but put greater pressure on Green Lane during the rush hours.
The speed of the traffic on Green Lane has been unacceptably high and so the
Speed Watch Team will be out recording activity and passing registration numbers
to the police.

PARMESAN SPRING
CHICKEN

INGREDIENTS

1 egg white

5 tbsp finely grated parmesan

4 boneless chicken breasts (skinless)
400 g new potatoes cut into small cubes| ¥4
140 g frozen peas

good handful baby spinach leaves
1 tbsp white wine vinegar

2 tsp olive oil

Heat the grill to medium and
line the grill pan with foil. Beat
the egg white on a shallow dish
or saucer with a little salt and
pepper. Tip the parmesan
onto another plate. Dip the
chicken first in egg white then
in the cheese. (I butterflied my
chicken breast to make sure it
cooked evenly). Grill the
coated chicken for 10-12
minutes, turning once until
browned and crisp.
Meanwhile, boil the potatoes for 10 minutes adding the pease for the
final 3 minutes then drain. Toss the vegetables with the spinache
leaves, vinegar, oil and seasoning to taste. Divide between four warm
plates and serve with the chicken. (I added French beans, sweetcorn
and asaparagus to my green vegetables - you can put anything you like).

3. Plant out summer bedding at the end of the month (except in
cold areas)

4. Water early and late to get the most out of your water, recycle
water when possible

5. Hoe off weeds in vegetable patches
6. Open greenhouse vents and doors on warm days

7. Mow lawns but consider leaving some areas uncut for wildlife,
or mow less often so flowers can bloom

8. Check carefully for nesting birds before clipping hedges

9. Lift 'and divide overcrowded clumps pf daffodils and other
spring-flowering bulbs

10. Watch out for viburnum beetle and lily beetle grubs and
remove by hand if causing damage
